The TBAISD CTC Film & New Media Program is a two-year program which provides students with an
introductory overview of film and video production through lecture, structured curriculum, brainstorming
exercises and active learning experiences with state-of-the-art professional audio/video equipment and
desktop computer graphic technology. Students gain experience in pre-production, production and post-
production as well as an introduction to film history and theory. More importantly, academic integration
of language arts curriculum pushes students to communicate effectively by writing and story-telling
through video and new media applications.

CTC’s Film and New Media instructor Tom Mills says, “Visual communication has transformed the way
people and businesses communicate. The Film and New Media program offers a unique opportunity for
students to learn to use a variety of media tools and how to communicate effectively using, what I like to
call, the most powerful media tool of our time—on-line video.”

This is the fifth Excellence in Practice Award for the TBAISD Career-Tech Center. This regional
education center was previously honored in 2016 with proven success in expanding student opportunities
across secondary and post-secondary education through the TBA Early College programming; in 2015 the
