e Secondary transition services are required to be in effect when the

student turns 16 or younger if appropriate.

o Postsecondary goals (vision)
o Planning/Community Secondary Transition Services
o Course of Study

m Graduation with a diploma

m Other outcome (certificate of completion, certificate of attendance, exit, etc.)
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Section 6 — Assessment Participation and
Provision

State Testing

o Aligned to Grade Level Content Expectations
m MEAP, MEAP-Access
o Aligned to Extended Grade Level Content Expectations

m MI Access Functional, Supported, Participation

Needs for accommodations for testing should be seen throughout the IEP and match
